· A folder containing: a bibliography source list

· A properly filled out research note sheet for each source

· An Annotated Bibliography for each source

· One Annotated bib. From a non-fiction book or reference source having to do with the history of the city your team plays in

· One Annotated bib. From a non-fiction book or refencence source about the history  of the sport your team plays

· One Annotated bib. From a periodical article having to do with the owner(s) of your team

· One Annotated bib from an official website for your team

· One Annotated bib from a periodical or website having to do with your team and a charity.
