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You are able to e-mail WorldCat records to your ILL contacts for the purpose of obtaining loans from RRLC member libraries.  In doing this, you are not requesting an interlibrary loan via OCLC WorldCat.  You are e-mailing the WorldCat record to your ILL contact.  If you are a school library, you will forward WorldCat records to your SLS ILL office.  If you previously used the ROARing Cat e-mail feature to request from other RRLC member libraries, you can now send a WorldCat record via e-mail.  The following methods allow you to send WorldCat records as pages or as links.

Searching WorldCat First Search (This is the easiest method!)

· Locate desired record 

· Click on E-mail icon

· Enter your ILL contact e-mail address in the “To e-mail address” box

· Add your e-mail, name, subject, notes (optional)

· Click Send

This will also work with WorldCat FirstSearch using Internet Explorer and will allow you to browse your e-mail address book for ILL contact e-mail addresses.

· Locate desired record

· Click on File, Send, Page by E-mail

· Enter your ILL contact e-mail address, add comments in the subject line.

Or

· Click on File, Send, Link by E-mail

· Enter your ILL contact e-mail address, add comments in the body of the message.

(If using Internet Explorer v7, after you locate desired record, hit the Alt key or click on the Page icon to locate your Send options.)

Searching WorldCat.org

This will work using Internet Explorer 

· Locate desired record

· Click on File, Send, Page by E-mail

· Enter your ILL contact e-mail address, add comments in the subject line.

· Click on File, Send, Link by E-mail

· Enter your ILL contact e-mail address, add comments in the body of the message.
